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Maintenance Pavement Preservation 
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• Pavements are managed to the lowest life-cycle cost to determine when they 
have reached the optimum time for rehabilitation.  

• Experience has shown that performing rehabilitation before this optimum time 
results in a waste of the available life in a pavement, and rehabilitation after this 
optimum point results in higher costs due to additional repairs that need to be 
made to bring the pavement back to an acceptable standard of performance.  

• Even if the optimum long-term rehabilitation plan for a particular section of 
roadway calls for a capital construction rehabilitation project, there may not be 
funds available to complete the construction. This situation has resulted in the 
development of preventive strategies for the purpose of delaying or avoiding 
capital construction spending 

• Currently Eastern Region relies the use of preservation funds and on the ability 
of Maintenance forces to perform targeted pavement repair on “due” 
pavements to extend the pavement life 2-3 years before the remaining and 
entire roadway are resurfaced.
