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2015 Transportation Budget Directive

$250,000 of the cities’ statewide fuel tax distributions are for a study to be conducted in 2016 to:
® identify prominent road-rail conflicts,

® recommend a corridor-based prioritization process for addressing the impacts of projected
increases in rail traffic, and

® identify areas of state public policy interest, such as the critical role of freight movement to the
Washington economy and the state's competitiveness in world trade.

The study must consider the results of the updated marine cargo forecast . . .

In conducting the study, the Joint Transportation Committee must consult with WSDOT, FMSIB,
WUTC, local governments, and other relevant stakeholders.

The Joint Transportation Committee must issue a report of its recommendations and findings by
December 1, 2016.
